Item 2: Vote to Expend Funds from the Municipal Facilities Expendable Trust Fund for 31 

Sprinkler Repair with John L. Carter Sprinkler Company 32

Donna Mombourquette moved to expend $10,930 for necessary work and bid on for 34 

the project with John L. Carter Sprinkler Company. Seconded by Kary Jencks. 35

Bill McFadden stated that the Energy Commission met on the 15th and discussed updates on 99 

Community Power and the Town’s high-speed Internet from Comcast. There was a Highway 100 

Safety Committee on the 20th, regarding discussion on the speed issue on Route 77 and the 101 

intersection of Hooper Hill and Mont Vernon Road. There is a proposal to remove the island in 102 

that intersection. There was a Fire Station Committee Meeting on the 21st and plans are being 103 

finalized to go off to bid. There was also discussion regarding the driveway realignment.  104

Kary Jencks explained that she has been speaking with the Town Planner regarding the new 106 

Building Inspector, Mr. Ed Hunter. The Community Economic Development Committee 107 

approved the minor changes made by the Board made to their bylaws. She continues to work on 108 

an interview schedule for the Town Administrator.  109

Donna Mombourquette stated that she has attended three meetings related to Community Power. 111 

She also attended a stakeholder group commissioned regarding Senate Bill 16, related to unused 112 

utility poles throughout New Hampshire. She has also been following other items of recent and 113 

upcoming legislation.
